Competition Schedule
Competition 1, 2 and 3 will take place at the same time in 2 arenas!

9:00 Competition Nr. 1 — Competition with evaluation (in 2 phases) for pony and horse riders who
haven’t presented themselves in jumping competitions with the height of obstacles 90 cm and above and
higher. The restriction did not apply to ponies. The height of the obstacles in the second phase is 50 cm.

In the first phase - stopping, walk, trot. In the second phase - 3 obstacles up to 50 cm. A participant may
compete in both or only the first phase.

Competition Nr. 2 — Obstacles height 60 cm - the ideal time, for pony and horse riders who haven’t
presented themselves in jumping competitions with the height of obstacles 90 cm and above and higher.
The restriction did not apply to ponies.

A competition with a time allowed known as "ideal time". Penalty points for not reaching or exceeding
the "ideal time" are not awarded. Other faults are judged according to table A. Display of time records is
not allowed in this competition. The best result is the athlete whose result - penalty points, the difference
between the presented time and the "ideal time" - is the smallest. In the event that penalty points and
margin are equal, the best result goes to the competitor who did not exceed the ideal time. The other
athletes are ranked according to the penalty points and the time difference between the presented time
and the "ideal time".

Competition Nr. 3 - Obstacles height 80 cm - the ideal time. Open class

Competition Nr. 4 — Obstacles height 100 cm. Speed competition Art. 238.2.1. Open class

Prize money 430,- EUR (120,- 100,- 80,- 60,- 40,- 30,-)

Competition Nr. 5 — Obstacles height 110 cm. Competition over combinations with jump-off. Art.
278. Open class




The course must consist of six obstacles; a single obstacle as first obstacle and five combinations. At
least one obstacle must be a treble combination.
The Competition judge under Table A.

The jump-off course must comprise six obstacles. It must include a double, a treble and four single
obstacles, or three doubles and three singles. To achieve this, some elements of the combination
obstacles for the first round must be removed.

Prize money 1050,- EUR (300,- 250,- 200,- 150,- 100,- 50,-)

Competition Nr. 6 — Obstacles height 120 cm. Accumulator competition with Joker. (Joker —
130cm) Art.269.5 Open class.

Prize money 1800,- EUR (550,- 450,- 350,- 200,- 150,- 100,-)

Competition Nr. 7 — Obstacles height 130/135 cm. Paces cup — “Kaleji” 2023. Competition over
two rounds Art. 273.,2.2.2.11, 3.3.1., 4.3. Open class.

25% of Athletes return for the second round, based on their penalties and time in the first round; in any
case all Athletes without penalties in the first round, return for the second round.

Prize money - 4200,- EUR (1500,- 1000,- 700,- 500,- 300,- 200,-)

Awarding

In the 1st competition, all participants are rewarded immediately after the finish with a diploma and a
prize in kind.

In the Competitions num.2,3 - 1.-6. place winners receive diplomas, rosettes, prizes in kind.

In the Competitions num. 4, 5, 6, 7 - 1-6 place winners receive diplomas, rosettes, money prizes.

In the Competitions num. 7 - the 1st place winner receives a cup.

The horses of the 1st place winners of all Competitions receive blankets (except for the 1st competition).

In each Competition, the 1st-6th place winners are invited to the award ceremony (except for the 1st
Competition).

Arriving at the award ceremony is mandatory with ponies/horses. In special cases, the Judge, in
consultation with the Organizing Committee, may allow a competitor to attend the award ceremony
without horses.

Entry fees

For course 1 - 5,- EUR; for courses 2,3 - 15,- EUR; for courses 4,5 - 25,- EUR; for course 6 — 30,- EUR;
for course 7 - 40,- EUR;

Applications must be made the form in the Equipe Entry system (the link to the application will be
published) until Thursday, August 24, 20:00

The Organizer reserves the right to cancel any of the Competitons due to insufficient number of
participants.



Participants under the age of 16 must wear safety vests.
One horse/pony may compete in no more than two Competitons per day.

Horses must have horse passports with the necessary examinations, passports will be checked!
Participants assume personal responsibility for possible accidents during the competition.

Any circumstances that have not been mentioned in the Schedule will be solved by the Organizing
Committee and the Judges.
